TRAVEL PLAYERS PLAYING RECREATIONAL SOCCER POLICY

Travel players will complete the travel membership form, the recreational membership form, and pay the recreational dues.  Travel players are encouraged and expected to attend recreational practices and games.  Travel Players that play for a Junior High School team are exempt from this expectation.  This information will be listed on the travel sign-up form, and travel players will be asked to declare whether or not they will play recreation soccer.
